• Candidates are required to provide documented evidence of their work experience, including 

but not limited to: 

o Employment records or letters of recommendation from previous employers. 

o Certificates of completion for relevant training programs or workshops. 

o Any other verifiable documentation substantiating the candidate's experience in 

commercial refrigeration and air conditioning equipment maintenance. 
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
