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GRDS-107: Digital Imaging: Adobe Photoshop

Course Description:

This course is an introduction to digital imaging in Adobe Photoshop as it applies to design and
illustration. Students learn digital color correction, retouching, image manipulation, special
effects, image composing and creative design techniques. Differences between raster and vector
graphics are discussed. Students also learn how to manage files, optimize images for print output
and multimedia applications.

Create silhouetted images with a rectangular, opaque, and white background.
Silhouette a scanned image with the Clipping Path feature of Adobe Photoshop.
Create a new image with elements from two or more stock, photographic images.

. Create a duotone with one black and one Pantone color from a stock photo.

. Include the use of Photoshop and third party filters on one or more stock photo images

. Enhance sharpness of a scanned image

. Create an original illustration in Adobe Photoshop

. Create a series of type design examples with Photoshop effects based on, but not limited to,

those demonstrated by the instructor.

. Demonstrate the use of the Layers feature in Adobe Photoshop software.
. Demonstrate the use of Channels in the creation of a Photoshop image.
. Understand the various color systems used in the graphic arts industry
